2 the earth was a formless void and darkness covered the face of the deep, while a wind from God swept over the face of the waters. 
3 Then God said, “Let there be light”; and there was light. 	Comment by Staff Students: Repeated use of the word light – emphasis on light over dark, perhaps hearkening to the dichotomy of Good and Evil, or order over chaos
4 And God saw that the light was good; and God separated the light from the darkness. 
5 God called the light Day, and the darkness he called Night. And there was evening and there was morning, the first day.

6 And God said, “Let there be a dome in the midst of the waters, and let it separate the waters from the waters.” 	Comment by Staff Students: ‘God called’ – repetition expresses God’s power – his naming of objects dictates what we call them	Comment by Staff Students: Juxtaposition of light and darkness	Comment by Staff Students: Repetition across days – provides structure for the reader, showing clearly where one day ends and the next will begin.	Comment by Staff Students: Repetition that, in these exact words, shows the beginning of a day – positions the reader to view God as all-powerful – all God needs to do is speak for things to happen.
7 So God made the dome and separated the waters that were under the dome from the waters that were above the dome. And it was so. 
8 God called the dome Sky. And there was evening and there was morning, the second day.	Comment by Staff Students: Juxtaposition between Sky and water

10 God called the dry land Earth, and the waters that were gathered together he called Seas. And God saw that it was good. 	Comment by Staff Students: Juxtaposition between Earth and Sea
11 Then God said, “Let the earth put forth vegetation: plants yielding seed, and fruit trees of every kind on earth that bear fruit with the seed in it.” And it was so. 
12 The earth brought forth vegetation: plants yielding seed of every kind, and trees of every kind bearing fruit with the seed in it. And God saw that it was good.	Comment by Staff Students: The repetition of God seeing that the things he had made are good demonstrates the benevolence of God – He does not give anything to humans that is not good. 
13 And there was evening and there was morning, the third day.

14 And God said, “Let there be lights in the dome of the sky to separate the day from the night; and let them be for signs and for seasons and for days and years, 
15 and let them be lights in the dome of the sky to give light upon the earth.” And it was so. 
16 God made the two great lights—the greater light to rule the day and the lesser light to rule the night—and the stars. 	Comment by Staff Students: Juxtaposition – Sun and moon not named, but meaning can be inferred 
17 God set them in the dome of the sky to give light upon the earth,
18 to rule over the day and over the night, and to separate the light from the darkness. And God saw that it was good. 
19 And there was evening and there was morning, the fourth day.

20 And God said, “Let the waters bring forth swarms of living creatures, and let birds fly above the earth across the dome of the sky.” 	Comment by Staff Students: The correlation between Day 1 and Day 4 – both days are about light	Comment by Staff Students: Another juxtaposition between earth and water, as well as between swimming and flight
21 So God created the great sea monsters and every living creature that moves, of every kind, with which the waters swarm, and every winged bird of every kind. And God saw that it was good. 
22 God blessed them, saying, “Be fruitful and multiply and fill the waters in the seas, and let birds multiply on the earth.” 
23 And there was evening and there was morning, the fifth day.

24 And God said, “Let the earth bring forth living creatures of every kind: cattle and creeping things and wild animals of the earth of every kind.” And it was so. 	Comment by Staff Students: The correlation between Day 2 and Day 5 – both days are about water and sky – initially creating them, then populating them
25 God made the wild animals of the earth of every kind, and the cattle of every kind, and everything that creeps upon the ground of every kind. And God saw that it was good.

26 Then God said, “Let us make humankind[c] in our image, according to our likeness; and let them have dominion over the fish of the sea, and over the birds of the air, and over the cattle, and over all the wild animals of the earth,[d] and over every creeping thing that creeps upon the earth.”

27 So God created humankind[e] in his image,
    in the image of God he created them;[f]
    male and female he created them.


28 God blessed them, and God said to them, “Be fruitful and multiply, and fill the earth and subdue it; and have dominion over the fish of the sea and over the birds of the air and over every living thing that moves upon the earth.” 	Comment by Staff Students: Juxtaposition – wild animals and the inference of domestic animals from the use of the word ‘cattle’	Comment by Staff Students: Juxtaposition – male and female
29 God said, “See, I have given you every plant yielding seed that is upon the face of all the earth, and every tree with seed in its fruit; you shall have them for food. 
30 And to every beast of the earth, and to every bird of the air, and to everything that creeps on the earth, everything that has the breath of life, I have given every green plant for food.” And it was so. 
31 God saw everything that he had made, and indeed, it was very good. And there was evening and there was morning, the sixth day.


Chapter 2


2 Thus the heavens and the earth were finished, and all their multitude.	Comment by Staff Students: The correlation between Day 3 and Day 6 – the Earth – on Day 3 God creates the Earth and plants, on Day 6 he populates the Earth with animals and with Man
2 And on the seventh day God finished the work that he had done, and he rested on the seventh day from all the work that he had done. 
3 So God blessed the seventh day and hallowed it, because on it God rested from all the work that he had done in creation.
4 These are the generations of the heavens and the earth when they were created.
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
